Malcolm talked about what it means for 
him to be elected to be District Governor 
in the Rotary year 2012-2013. It is of 
course a great honor for him – AND for 
our club! 
Malcolm is the  first Saint Lucian 
Rotarian ever, to have been appointed 
to such a distinguished position. 

District 7030 is unique as it can be 
regarded as a mini Rotary International. 
The District covers fourteen Countries 
with 69 Clubs meeting in 19 different 

territories across the District. From South to North it starts with 
French Guiana, Suriname and Guyana and goes North in the 
Eastern Caribbean, part of the old British and French West 
Indies.  

The French areas are Departments, to be regarded as parts of 
France, and their money is Euro. This goes for French Guiana, 
Martinique, Guadeloupe & M. Galante. All other countries are 
independent except Montserrat, which is British Territory. 

French Guiana, 6 clubs, Suriname, 3 clubs (Dutch), Guyana,  
6 clubs, Trinidad & Tobago, 22 clubs, Grenada & Carriacou,  
3 clubs, St Vincent & Grenadines, 3 clubs, Barbados, 3 clubs,  
St Lucia, 3 clubs, Martinique, 6 clubs, Dominica, 1 club, Guade- 
loupe & M. Galante, 7 clubs, Montserrat, 1 club, Antigua, 2 clubs 

St Kitts & Nevis, 3 clubs, with totally over 2000 Rotarians.
